What we do

· Predominantly 2 or 3 hour marine safaris from Falmouth out into Falmouth Bay and beyond. Our route depends on weather and tidal conditions and whether anything has been sighted in a specific area. We cover the area from Dodman Point to The Lizard.

· Our standard Sea safaris consist of finding as much wildlife as possible over the area covered and telling people all about what we see. We also include information about the local environment and stories about local history, shipwrecks, smugglers tales etc…..

· We run bespoke group bookings for birthday parties, corporate bookings, works outings etc.. where we can offer trips of any length and can include picnics on board, stopping off somewhere or whatever people would like to do (within reason!) These bespoke trips don’t have to be wildlife based.

· We also run combined packages with other businesses. For example -  we will be running children’s education packages with a boat trip and beach based education package, with a local Marine scientist. We are also setting up combined Sea Safari/ holiday packages with local hotels over the winter.

Wildlife

A selection of species that can be seen at various times of the year;

· Dolphin- Bottlenose, Common, Risso, white-beaked, Harbour Porpoise

· Whale- Minke, Fin, Long finned Pilot, 

· Seals- Grey Atlantic seals adults and pups

· Fish- Basking Shark, Sunfish, 

· Birds- Many species of birds both sea and estuary including birds of Prey.

· We are W.I.S.E accredited which means that we adhere to strict rules about how we behave when around wildlife to create as little disturbance as possible.

· We are involved in actively recording sightings and taking identifying photographs to pass on to marine research and conservation groups such as the Marine Conservation Society.

· We try to portray a message to our wildlife marine safari guests about how important it is to protect our marine wildlife and we tell them about the various conservation work being done, however this is done in a non-preaching manner.

· We donate £5 from each Orca membership to the Marine Conservation Society.
